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In consideration of the Department of Urban Affairs and Geography’s partnership with American Humanics, Inc. I have developed the following pieces of an Outcome Measurement system with a student’s view in mind.

· More effective non-profits, as a result of less time lost training new employees

· Prestige/increased enrollment for Wright State University and the Urban Affairs and Geography Department
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
