Directors Notes


Two weeks ago, I saw Rent in Cincinnati.  All throughout the show I developed the belief that Rent never should have happened.  All criticisms of Rent aside, I just believed that the events that inspired Rent should not have happened, and therefore Rent should not have been written.  


I then speculated on the origins of why AIDS spread wildly in the gay community, especially the gay community in New York City.  Ultimately I came to the conclusion that it spread because of indiscriminate sex among gay men.  But, more importantly indiscriminate sex was rampant because of the lack of the ability for gay men to openly date, and develop intimate relationships on a without sexual contact early on in the relationship.


Fast forward to 2001, and move to the Midwest.  How much has changed?  It would not be fair to say that the Midwest of 2001 resembles the NYC of 1981, but the same behaviors still exist.  The bars have been replaced by the Internet; the bathhouses have been replaced by private dwellings, and hotel rooms; the closet has been replaced by…  well nothing.  For many gay men, especially young men, the closet is still an implicit part of their lives.  


Many people will disagree with this, and they are right to an extent, many more people are out of the closet, but often only in certain situations.  Gay men will exhibit public displays of affection unrivaled by any couple homo or heterosexual in a private place, a gay day at an amusement park, or a gathering at a friends house.  But these same men when in a public situation will not even hold hands, as any straight couple would.  


On October 31, 2001, The Ohio House of Representatives passed a bill dubbed the Ohio Defense of Marriage Act.  In actuality it serves to deny the normalization of homosexual relationships.  Anyone who knows a gay couple knows that they posses the same love, the same commitment, and a normal heart like heterosexual relationships. 


I invite you to enjoy this evening of theatre, but I also urge you to understand the real meanings in this show to society today: AIDS exists, and those closest to dying, their lovers, have no legal right to be by their side when they die.  To this end, there are several documents on the walls of the theatre for you to take note of at your leisure.  Enjoy the Show!
